Our best Petite Sirah, Syrah and Mourvedre blend is the very definition of
Lodi-grown balance and elegance. A particular flavor or two dominate most
wines, but with this vintage, everything’s dancing together practically seamlessly,
resisting nailed-down descriptions. But if we must, we’d say rich, meaty black-
berry, savory chocolate, plums and oak with a super-long, velvety finish. We
could list more marketing adjectives, but we’d rather confidently leave it to you.
If you’re hungry, long-simmer some melt-in-your-mouth braised short ribs with

lots of mushrooms, but, hey, who needs food when you've got a great bottle like
